Trained technicians will be on-site to collect a variety of common waste products; 
including: anti-freeze, auto batteries, drain cleaners, fluorescent bulbs, fungicides, furniture 
strippers, household cleaners, insecticides, medicines, metal polishes, paint removers, oil-
based paints, pool chemicals, solvents, used oils, and weed killers. All regular household 
waste will be disposed in a safe and proper manner. 
 

Auto batteries, fire extinguishers, and propane tanks will be accepted, however, 
these must be empty of all contents, fully contained and the contents clearly marked.      
 

Prohibited and not accepted are: cellular telephones, eyeglasses, business 
waste, latex paints, medical waste, smoke detectors, tires, ammunition, explosives, 
fireworks, and agricultural waste.
